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In today’s world, urban waste management has assumed significant proportions in most of
the big cities. Developed countries like the US, UK and the BU already have devised special
mechanisms to effectively dispese off household /domestic waste, but the developing
countries are still lagging behind on this sibject. This js due to the Tact that research &
development, infrastrocture and other facilities and resources including the budget/finances
for civic amenities are very limited. The problem is further aggravated due to unplanned
constraction of townships & residential plots, which gre rapidly expanding due to growing

populations.

DLF Phase 1 1s an example of such an integrated towiship is Gurgaon, a satellite towe of the
capital of New Delhi, which has grown rapidly over the years. But due to non-plasning by the
private colonizers like DLEF, Unitech, etc., and equally lackadaisical atfitude of the local
government & the civic authorities, there was no regulation on construclion. Privite
developers were involved in making 4 fast buek dering the housing booat. Due to the lack of
resoirces of the local municipal autharity —the Mundicipal Corporation of Gurgaon, the basic
civic amenities like garbage collection and disposal facilitics were not developed and

modernized adequately to accommodate the grawing populfation inthe township,

This essay explores the implications of the population growth of one such place — DLE Phase
I which has seen exponential growth in the last decade, snd it's lmplications on the garbage
and it's disposal. It also discusses the ways the garbage management system has evolved &

developed over the years due to mere private and public involvement in it.

The subject with which this essay is in regard fo is Envivonmetital systerns and societies.
Hence, growing garbage has many environmental concerns aftached to it such as the need for
wore land, 1ts method of disposal being ‘environmental friendly’ and so on. Therefore, my

essay would explore some of these aspects briefly as well.
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Iatroduction

Solid waste management is an issne thal concerns most of the urban areas around the World.
A growth of population leads to more wasté belhg generated and the disposal of this waste is
either a job of municipal govemment agencies or of private contractors. This probilem of
disposing wasie (which includes commercial and domestic refuse) is mostly faced by

developing countries that also have a rapidly increasing pepulation,

“Waste generation rates are affected by socieeconomic development, degree of
industrialization and climate. Generally, the greater the ecenomic prosperity and the higher

nercentage of wban population, the greater the amiounit of sofid waste produced”’

Gurgaon is a ity which may be considered ag an extension of New Delhi. It cormes under the
National Capital Region in India and over the past 25 years, has witnessed exteaordinary
growth. Most of the Multinational Companies operste from branch offices in Guigaon and
along with being the new commercial hub of the capital, it has also become a residential
attraction. Hence, rapid increase in population ard urbanization of the area has lead to the

development of many colonies of individual houges as-well as multistoried buildings.

DLF phase. | is one of the high-end individual housing colonies in Gurgaon which had
tremendous increase in the number of independent houses that were built between 2000 and
2010. All the houses here have & people Tiving o an dverage”. Therefore, with the increase
in popolation of the area, the waste disposal system was affected dnd T will carry out a study

{0 investigate this,

But before researching the status of garbage collection and the effeciive dispossd! of the same
i DLF 1, Twould like to highlight the common practices pursued in the developed countries
for garbage disposal in addition to it, iy curiosity led me further to research on the subject.
Due tu this, T now have a better understanding of the laws and procedures of the Indian
govermment agencies that specifically provide instructions to municipal bodies and housing
socicties regularly in then circulars & publications for the treatment of garbage and sewage.

By going through them T have found that the disposal system of garbage, not only in DLF

in India the general way of garbage disposal system has been traditional landfill sites which
are not designed on ibternational lines and are just a stop gap arrangement for disposing the
gecumulating garbage.

Also, the
folowing study will reveal how the garbage had been deposited thoughilessly over the years

Further, in order Lo caleulate the garbage produced in the whole area per day; T found out the
average weight of garbage that is produced by an urban Indian individual and then muitiplied
it by the total population. “As GNP increases toward the middle-income range, the per capita
waste generation rates also increase, ranging from 0.5 1o 1.1 kg per day. As predieted, the
high income groups show the greatest gencration rates, which vary from 1.1 to 5.07 kg per

capita per day."™

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India is still a low-income country but the population under consideration of the particular
area is more of the high-income group. Individuals living in cities generate twice as much
solid waste as individuals living in rural parts of the country. This is because people in urban
areas nse a muoch larger atnount of resources. When I asked the garbage collector for the data
he said thiat on an average each house gencrates approximately 6-7 kg of garbage per day.
Therefare, T will consider the average weight generated by cach individual as 1.1 kg per
capita per day. This figure will then help me consolidate the fact that average garbage

Thus, a private firm locks after the collection of waste from household as well as cleanliness
of the locality iie sweeping the roads. ete, Tt collects. the solid waste from houses in carts,
which is then transfeived onto trucks and then taken t6 a dump-yard called Kachia chowk.
From this dump-yard, the wagte s then sent off to a landfill site for final disposal. Sometimes

Next, | interviewed the MCG commissioner” to find out what the government’s policy on
garbage disposal are. Mr. Sudhir Rajpal said, “As far as management of wastes is concerned,
yes although siill not accurate enough, the government is working towards improviag the
sitwation further and thus making new and affective plags... Apart from public agencies thicte
are other important agents who play their part in the overall scheme of solid waste
management m the city, There are private sweepers and garbage collectors employed by the
people for cleaning privately owned premises, waste pickers, waste dealers and recycling
industries, whicl consime. recyelable waste 1o produce recyeled products.” The MICG trucks
are the ones that collect waste from the private collectors of 'DLEF phase 1 and then fake it

further to landfilk sites or dump-vards for treatment.

Cm rore investigation with the RWA president, said “However; this procedure takes care of
approximately only 50% of the colony’s garbage”.

There are many garbage disposal methods such as incineration, recycling, landfills and so om.
But, in India landfills are the most popular and accounts for 90 percent of the nation's
municipal refuse, Trapsportation and collection add up to about 75% of the total cost thus
making it an effeclive method. In a moders landfill, refuse is compressed into a thin Tayer and
coversd by soil. Clay is the best type of soil for a fandfill. Ten years ago, DLF phase 1 had no
landfitl sites and would just simpty find any isolated strip of the coion.y ta either burn or bury
the garbage underground. 5 years later the site to dump garbage shified a Bitle further from
the colony and then, as population increased, the need formore land lead o search for more
and larger isolated areas. Landfill sites for DLF phasel are now either Kachea Chowk or
Chakkarpor vitlage, The private contractor dusips the collected garbage at the Kachra

Chowk. The MCG is responsible for transporting it to the landfill site at Chakicarpur village.

mformal sector and is done through “waste picking’. This is & localized market and the trend
of recyeling has obviously increased since the past 10 years Because of the incréase in
awareness about sustainable development. As T was. informed by the MCG commissioner,

“recycling involves separation of waste roaterials such as plastic, metal, paper ete and then



i6

using it or selling it off further in order to refine and reuse”. The local residents of DLE
phase | also admitied that their contribution to recycling 1§ limited however has increasetd due
to awareness. They reuse matefials such as newspapers for other jobs like covering notebooks

or even reuse water fron swimming pools to watering their lawns.

However the Government of India under the Aegis of Ministry of Environment and Forests
clearly defines every aspect of collection and disposal of Municipal Solid Wastes (MSW3 in
i’s gazetiedated 27.09.99 and is known as the Municipal Solid Wastes (management &
handling) Rules, 2000. The rules of this gazette apply to every municipal authority in India
that is responsible for the waste collection, management and disposal in India. But sadly the
Municipal Corporation of Gurgaon had been unable to match the standards and parametérs as
laid by the Ministry,

For example Schedule 11 of the MSW Rules specifically state in Serial No. I, compliance
criteria vii that no garbage or leaves shall be bwrit. But the sad fuct is that the landfills

continge to burn wastes and garbage at sites along with ermpty plots and parks in the city.!"i

Things are however sel (o be far more better when more private players come into the market

and setup their own garbage treatment centers like landfill sites, incinerators, sétting up of
organic waste treatment facility, elc. As the garbage collection and management industry is a
profitabie one in metropolitan cities, many private players want to erter this matket. This 15 a
welcome move as such a step will only lead to the reduction of garbage and filth from the city
landseape. In tumn oot only employment will be generated but also recycling will be done
effectively and there wonld be better use of recyclable mateials and pollution will alse be
checked. b will also lead (o generation of natural and organi¢ manure and compost Tor
plants. ™

T allotting waste management sites at Bandhwari & Rithof, the planning agency HUDA
(Haryana Urbah Development Agency) has done & good job in keeping a lid on the garbage

generated by the city.

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Conclosion

Althongli Gurgaon is touted as a ‘millennium eity’, the bottom line is that stifl the baste ¢ivic
amenities date back to the pre-independence era of India. This is becanse, inspite of being the
fastest growing town in terms of real estate, the township does not have an effective garbage
and sewage disposal system as of mow. Even though the private waste management
companies are doing a good job by keeping a check on the garbage inn housings like DLF 1,
the fact is that no amount of private involvement can solve the problem alone. Tt is high time

that the MCG wakes up to the issus before an environmental ealamity oecurs fn Gurgaon.

Landfill or burning of the garbage are still the methiods of waste disposal adopted by DLE
phase 1 however, the numbet of men employed to collect garbage intreased as more houses
were built in the area over the past fen years. Alse, larger and better landfill sites outside the
colony were created instead of dumping the garbage inside the colony. Buming of garbage is
an exwemely polluling method of waste disposal which may have been reduced over the

period.

The hypothesis has proven coreet because as displayed in the data; an increase in the
garbage content has lead to alternative disposal systems between the yeats 2000 and 2010.
Alternative landfill sites were found. However, this is only to an extent because, duc to. the
lack of resources and effort there have been no drastic. modifications i the disposal systems

as expected.

Q. I Good morning siv, T would like to ask a few questions related to the garbage collection
and disposal system at our housing society, Can you spare some of your-valuable time for the
questionnaire?

A1 Of course. Why not? T am not busy at the moment. You can ask me the questions right
AOW.

Q. 2 Do we have any garbage disposal and waste managernent system here in our socicty?

A2 Yes wedo have, A private firm K. B. Enterprises handles the job of garbage disposal in
this society.

Q. 3 What about the Municipal Corporation of Gurgaon? Arve they not involved in the
garbage collection from the society?

A3 No. The Municipal Corpoiation of Gurgaon is not involved in the garbage disposal of
the sociely. It is managed only by the privale contractor — K. B. Enterprises which has been
managing itsince 2000.

Q.4 Do you feel that the system is good enough? T mean how can a privite contractor handle
such a large volume of garbage?

A4 Yes. No doubt the amount of garbage has increased exponentiaily over the last decade
but the firm is doing it’s job well over the years and it’s performance has been satisfactory so
far.

(2.5 How can you say 507 What makes you o confident in saviivg so?

A5 Bee, since the last ten years we didn’t bad any complaint whatsoever regarding garbage
collection and disposal. The area séems clean and sanitized. You can see it for vourself. Did
you find even a small amount of trash anywhere in the entire neighbowrhood? 1's so hecause
the systern is robust and over the years it has well absorbed the growing volume of garbage,

Q. 6 Apart from garbage collection, what other jobs are undertaken by the private contractor?
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A6 The firm has been entrusted to look after the general ¢leanliness and garbage collection
of the area, It's job is to clean the place, sweep the roads, coflect the garbage and dispose it
off on a daily basis.

. 7 How is the garbage collected and disposed off?

A. 7 An employee of the firm collects garbage form each and every fHat in the apartments,
Then (he collected garbage is put into hand carts and the acenmulated garbage on the cart is
dumped into a garbage truck. The garbage trick domps the garbage to a place ecalled Kachia
chowk which is a dump yard for garbages in Gurgaon.
